Commercial Advertising and Sponsorship Policy (PW08060) (City Wide)

Don Hull, Director of Transit, spoke to the report, providing the Committee with
the background information as to the purpose of the revised policy and the
harmonized contract language required to minimize community controversy.
Councillor Jackson requested that Section 2 of “Requirements and Conditions”,
be amended to include language which would more accurately define federal,
provincial and municipal laws and by-laws.

Don Hull indicated that with the approval of the revised policy, the pending
application from Bus Stop Bible Studies to place ads on City-owned property will
be approved.

Don Hull also advised the Committee that a Human Rights complaint has been
filed by Hamilton Right to Life on the previous policy which restricted religious
and advocacy advertising.
