Brad and the young man conversed all the way until
he got off the bus at Finch Avenue. It turned out
this was the second friend he lost to gunfire in as
many months.

As they
talked, Brad gently asked the kid if he knew what
would happen to him if his life should ever be
taken. The boy confessed that he did not and the
thought scared him.
