Does not long 

life bring understanding?ò Job 12:12 

Christian leaders often talk about how religious freedoms 

are being suppressed and trampled upon.  From what I 

have witnessed this is only partly true.   

For Bus Stop Bible Studies there has been a concern that  

Charter rights were being usurped by certain public transit 

companies, specifically B.C. Transit and the City of 

Mississauga, neither of which have allowed posting of Bus 

Stop Bible Studies.  Thankfully, this is not a battle we have 

had to fight, especially considering the enormous financial 

risk it would have involved. 

Following B.C. Transitôs refusal to accept ópoliticalô ads, in 

2005 the Canadian Federation of Students, British 

Columbia Component and the British Columbia Teachersô 

Federation challenged B.C. Transit all the way to the 

Supreme Court of Canada.  This challenge caused me to 

investigate other Supreme Court rulings concerning 

religious freedoms in general.  Much to my surprise and 

delight, over the years, the Supreme Court Justices have 

taken a strong stand in supporting religious freedoms. 

Although the recent case was not specifically focused on 

religious advertising, the Justicesô ruling was favourable to 

advocacy advertising in general.  Several lawyers have 

advised that the B.C. ruling will allow religious and pro-life 

advertising on all public transit systems, providing the 

material meets generally accepted advertising standards. 

In your times of prayer I urge you to pray for our Supreme 

Court Justices.  In most instances they seem to have been 

gifted with extraordinary wisdom but we need to ensure 

that it is Divinely inspired! 

God opened a door in Toronto three years ago to publicly 

proclaim the Gospel Message and we estimate in that time 

Bus Stop Bible Studies have been viewed more than 500-

million times. Now He has opened the doors of every town 

and city in Canada that has public transit.  We invite you to 

walk through these doors with us.
