Our office number (416) 234-0555 and 

toll-free number (888) 4 BUS STOP [428-7786 ] are 

automatically forwarded to wherever we happen to 

be.  The system is even set up so that if someone 

needs prayer they will automatically be connected to 

the Crossroads prayer lines.

In the late fall Lorna Dueck  wrote a story in the 

Globe and Mail that highlighted Bus Stop Bible 

Studies.  This in turn led to Lorna being 

interviewed on the John Moore Show on CFRB 

1010 .  John Moore then invited listener response 

concerning Bus Stop Bible Studies and how 

people felt about them.  It was interesting that only 

one of the six callers was slightly negative and all 

the rest very positive.  Even the first caller, who 

started off by identifying himself as being Jewish, 

supported what we are doing.  John Moore publicly 

claimed that he was an atheist and then went on to 

publicly endorse our right to post Bible Studies. 

In a personal conversation with Lorna, she 

reminded me that much of the riding public is 

being exposed to the Christian faith for the first 

time.  It is our fervent prayer that these seeds of 

God’s Word will fall on fertile soil and that in God’s 

timing they “will produce a crop—thirty, sixty or 

even a hundred times what was sown."  

So I send a special thank you to all our donors, for 

without your support none of what we do would be 

possible.  May God bless you for your generosity 

and may He show you in a very personal way that 

your partnering with us is making a real and 

eternal difference in the lives of many ordinary 

people. 

The First Domination Campaigns: 

In early March we posted our first two  domination 
campaigns; one in Toronto and one in Burlington, 
Ontario. 

A domination campaign is where all the advertising 
spaces within a single transit vehicle are utilized.  A 
standard bus has  space for seventeen advertising 
panels; fifteen are used to display PhotoThought 
study panels and two are used to identify the 
sponsoring church, business or organization.  In 
Toronto we chose to use an articulated streetcar 
which has space  twenty-five panels including four 
sponsor identification panels. 

Imagine, getting on a bus and seeing nothing but 
beautiful photographic images and passages of 
Scripture! 

The cost to sponsor a standard domination 
campaign is $1,500 for 8-weeks and then $400 for 
each additional 4-weeks.  Please contact Bus Stop 
Bible Studies for more information.
